3.  Using the labeling theory, describe your initial impression of the Hispanic locksmith.  What type of person was he once the film developed his character?

4.  Identify why the wealthy African-American couple was pulled over by the police.  What evidence is there that this was a case of racial profiling by the police?

5.  Describe a scene of the movie in which one character accuses another character of assimilation. (a process in which minority groups lose their distinctive identities and conform to cultural patterns of the dominant group).  

6.  When the two African-American men ran over the man, what did they refer to him as?  How is this a stereotype?

7.  What caused the confusion regarding the status of the door at the Persian’s grocery store?  

8.  Describe the clues that lead the audience to believe the destruction of the grocery store was a hate crime.  

9.  Outline the key points that were made in the conversation between the African-American and White producers of the TV show.  Do you agree or disagree with the white man’s argument?

10.  Explain the situation that caused the dark haired cop to become such a racist.  What was this situation a result of?  Whom did he use as a scapegoat?  
11.  Explain what the dark haired cop meant when he said to the other cop, “You think you know who you are…You have no idea!”

12.  Although he was racist, the dark haired cop rescued the African-American woman from the car crash.  What do you think is the reason for this?

13.  Identify the explanations given as to why 8 times more black men are incarcerated than white men.   

14.  Explain the quote, “You embarrass me.  You embarrass yourself.”  What do you think he meant by that?

15.  After the wealthy female fell down the stairs and was saved by her Hispanic housekeeper, she seemed to be less racist.  Do you think one event can change your feelings towards a race in a positive way?  Explain.  

16.  Explain the irony in the African-American HMO employee’s comment, “Don’t speak to me unless you speak American.”
