Deviance Continued

This chart shows (1) a person's motivations to adhere to cultural goals; (2) a person's belief in how to attain her goals



There are 5 ways to attain your goals
· conformity involves the acceptance of the cultural goals and means of attaining those goals (e.g., a banker) 
· innovation involves the acceptance of the goals of a culture but the rejection of the traditional and/or legitimate means of attaining those goals (e.g., a member of the mafia values wealth but employs alternative means of attaining her wealth)
· ritualism involves the rejection of cultural goals but the routinized acceptance of the means for achieving the goals (e.g., a disillusioned bureaucrat - like Milton in the movie Office Space, who goes to work everyday because it is what he does, but does not share the goal of the company of making lots of money) 
· retreatism involves the rejection of both the cultural goals and the traditional means of achieving those goals (e.g., a homeless person who is homeless more by choice than by force or circumstance) 
· rebellion is a special case wherein the individual rejects both the cultural goals and traditional means of achieving them but actively attempts to replace both elements of the society with different goals and means (e.g., a communist revolution) 
Crime: Does every crime get reported?
· Blue collar crime- things such as robbery or assault- goal maybe to gain shelter, food, health care, or to vent frustration from inability to achieve societal goals- Hurts fewer people
· White collar crime- takes $ away from people (stock market fraud, tax evasion)- greed- Affects MANY!
· Felony- serious crime- rape, murder, aggressive assault- punishment- 1yr►death

· Misdemeanor- minor crime- <one year in jail
Women in crime:  

· Women do more street crime than corporate crime- do they have the same access to corporate situations?

· Women struggle more to survive in society

· Many crimes out of desperation- less ties to society(?)

· Women who get attacked, raped, or abused are more likely to commit these crimes themselves- revenge

Sociologists division of crime

1. Conventional crime- street crime- violent, property, and  moral crimes (prostitution, gambling)

2. Occupational- white collar/corporate crime- Enron- tax evasion

3. Organized crime- gang/maffia- illegal goods/services for a profit- drugs, money laundering

4. Political crime- using political office for evil/ illegal actions- giving a buddy a job, secrecy and deception, abuse of power, prosecution of enemies, or violence

Police job description- to locate crime, maintain order, keep the world safe from attackers etc…

· What about racial profiling- use of unethical/racial background as a means of identifying criminals

· Are all races treated equally under the law?  (Rodney King?)

· 1/6 of all adult African American men and 1/3 of African American men in their 20’s are in some way getting correctional help… Why are these #’s so high?

Punishment:  Punishment- deprives the person a thing of value because of something they are thought to have done
· We try to give retribution- punishment fits the crime

· Who’s getting in trouble and for what?

· Is this = across race, gender, socioeconomic status etc…- if not, why might that be?

· Pg 234-235 in book (old books)

Death Penalty-  mostly used in southern states

· Almost ½ of people on death row are African American

· Racism?Are Southerners more likely to kill a “slave”?

· African Americans are 10 times more likely than Caucasians to be sentenced to death

· Should the mentally insane be sentenced to death? Juveniles?

· What do you think of the death sentence?
