Poof!  Race:  Created Out of Thin Air
Race:  It is as imaginary as a flying purple dinosaur or a dog as big as a house.  It was created (made up) by “scientists” who claimed they had “discovered” race based on similar traits
· Why is race such a huge issue still- it was made up- why is it such a big deal now?

· “George Bush doesn’t like black people”- Kanye West

· Why does the census say “white/non-white?”  This creates an illusionary hierarchy

· How was “race” used to justify (make ok) slavery???

Ethnicity:  Grouping people based on actual genetic and cultural similarities- people from the 

same country of origin.  

· Shared cultural traits- holidays, language, religion

· Sense of Community/belonging

· Feeling of ethnocentrism- your society is the best

· Ascribed membership from birth- born into ethnicity

· Territoriality- live in similar neighborhoods in the city etc

Even if people belong to the same ethnicity, that STILL doesn’t mean they all fit into one group, one way, one activity, one style, one language, one behavior, or one type.

In society:  There are dominant groups and subordinate groups.  The dominant group has superior resources and rights; the subordinate group are disadvantaged and discriminated against due to physical or cultural characteristics
