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Education Discussion Questions 

1. Compensatory educational programs (provide vouchers for students to attend schools where they can receive a better quality education) have been increased substantially since No Child Left Behind went into affect.  Do you think that these programs should continue or should steps be taken to make their schools better quality? 

2. Do you feel that there is a lot of competition between students in your classes?  Does this competition encourage or discourage you from doing well in class?  How will it prepare you for your future lives?

3. Schools have been desegregated for quite some time.  Do you think that a diverse school setting is beneficial to ALL students or do you think students would learn better when surrounded by people of the same race or culture?  WHY?

4. What are your feelings on single-sex schools (all girls or all boys)?  Do you think that you would learn more if you were not distracted by members of the opposite sex?

5. Cultural goals that are transmitted through schools but not openly acknowledged are known as hidden curriculum.  What do you believe is the most memorable lesson you have learned while in school, that is NOT something that is included in the school curriculum?

6. Many subject areas are tracked in order to provide the best environment possible for basic learners, average learners, and advanced learners.  Some schools have started to mix all three levels into one classroom.  Do you think this is a good or bad idea?  Why?

7. There are many unmotivated students in high school.  What types of lessons and activities can a teacher include in his/her classroom to help students who are not interested in school?

8. If you were able to change the way classes were taught and grades were earned what would you suggest?

9. How would you change the school environment physically?

10. What discipline procedures would you suggest to keep students in line and safe while in school?
