1. Create a 6-paneled brochure (by hand or computer – no extra points will be given for a computer generated one – neatness does count though).

2. The panels should be written in complete sentences and should have about a paragraph for each part.  
· Part I:  Map of the city-state and other major cities that could be visited 

· Part II:  Daily life:  How the people of this region live and make money

· Part III:  Entertainment:  Where they can go, what they can do for fun
· Part IV:  Religion:  Where would they go to worship, who would they worship- discuss at least 2 of the Greek gods
· Part V:  Government:  A basic overview of how the government of this area is run- who is in charge, and how does this work
· Part VI:  Enemies:  If you were visiting here, who would you have to look out for, or not want to run into

3. Each panel should have at least one picture (for Panel I, the map would be sufficient)

4.  You will also be graded on how neatly this is done:

· If you write, it should be in black or blue pen ( pre-write everything first)

· Can be typed (computer generated – partially or entirely)

· Neat, attractive, spelling, grammar
