Industrial Revolution- Time period of increased output of 
machine made goods beginning in the mid 1700’s
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I.  Agriculture
· Farms surrounded by fences- larger farms began to use more productive seeding techniques= more food

· Poorer farmers gave up land/became tenant farmers/ or moved to cities

· Rotating Crops- vary crops on field to replenish ground= more food
· Animal breeding- breed best animals to get better animals= more food
· With more food, people lived longer and population GREW!!  
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· Larger population= need more goods/items= more workers
· Natural resources- raw materials supplied by the earth used for making goods
· Machines are created to make goods faster
· Natural resources used to power machines and are used to make finished goods

· Better technology means more goods faster
· More goods = more profit  $$$

· 1793- Eli Whitney- Cotton Gin- de-seeds cotton fast
